BOARD OF EDUCATION REPORT:  Kathi Cronin, Superintendent, Valerie Petrone, Business Administrator present with School Budget Update.

Highlights:

As per state guidelines, the district will have an Anti-Bullying program.  Ms. Cronin thanked the PTA for funding this program, which will start on the first in-service day of the school year, when teachers/staff will receive training.  A school safety committee will also be formed.

By 2014, the state of NJ has mandated that all state testing be done electronically

The staff took a pay freeze for the 2010/2011 school year.  This along with a renegotiation of health care benefits, helped to preserve positions.

There is a proposed 2% tax levy increase (the lowest in 16 years), which is $16.26 per evfery $100,000 of assessed valuations.

Monies appropriated from the Fund Balance were used to off-set this year’s levy.

The state increased the district’s aid by $90,648
